The subordinating conjunctions ‘forexample’, ‘forinstance’, ‘such as’, ‘notably’, ‘in particular’ are vital for your essays,
because they introduce relevant factual information (exemplification) to support your ideas, and allow you to
demonstrate your knowledge to the reader.
